Classroom Expectations
1.  Respect- Have respect for your classmates and myself.  In studying history, we will discuss topics that deal with sensitive opinions.  Anytime questions are answered in class, they should be well thought out and in the best interest of anyone in the class at that time.

2.  Responsibility- All students must learn to be responsible.  This includes; bringing proper materials to class, doing assigned homework, and making-up any work missed due to out of class time.
Required Materials

1. A three- ring binder or notebook with 8 1/2 x 11 sheets of notebook paper that will only be used for this class.
2.  Textbook. I require you to bring your textbooks on certain days.  Students will be allowed to keep them in the room on a shelf but the teacher is not responsible for books that go missing.  Students who do not bring their books will not be able to go and retrieve them.
3.  A #2 pencil or pen (no red).

Passes
As far as passes go, I leave that to your discretion.  Passes to the nurse will be given only when required for medical attention.  If you have to use the restroom, just ask.  Pick up the pass from me and try not to interrupt the rest of the class.   

If this privilege is abused then it will be one that is taken away.

Homework

Homework will be assigned throughout the year.  It will be used to practice, expand, and reinforce information provided in class.  It is essential to your grade that you do the assigned homework.  All homework is due on the specified date for full credit.  It must be turned in the day it is due, and when I ask for it, or it is late.  Late homework may be turned in the following day for half credit.  Anything turned in later than that will become a zero.  If you are absent on the day that homework is due, it will be due the day you return; if you are absent two or more days, you will have as many days to do your make-up work.  Remember, there are 100 of you and one of me. Be sure to ASK ME what you missed, THE DAY YOU RETURN, to ensure that all make-up work is completed.  ---Assuming your absence is excused; unexcused = a zero.
Cheating
Cheating is strictly prohibited.  Cheating can be in the form of plagiarism, copying homework, copying in-class assignments, using inappropriate materials on a test, or looking on someone else’s paper during a test.  For any of these infractions, the student or students involved will be given a grade on the assignment or test of “0”.  For repeat offenses, the student will receive a referral, and parents will be notified.  Also, please do not bring other homework or schoolwork into my class.  If I see it out in class, I will confiscate it and it will not be returned.
Tardies
Being tardy or late to a class seems to be a real problem for many students.  Please make every effort to make it to class on time. Each time a student is late, it disrupts the learning for the entire class.  My tardy policy goes as follows:  A student will be considered late if he or she is not inside the door at the moment I begin taking attendance. Don't forget about the SWEEP of campus prior to first hour, you would not want to miss a chance at learning something.  Don't be late…when the bell rings, you must be entering the classroom.  Otherwise you will report to study hall in the cafeteria…ouch, no fun at all.
